The important role of the Professional Development Mentor is to actively support early career academics while they are members of
the Academy. Mentors are selected on the basis of their expertise, experience in engineering education, willingness to share their
time, skills and general professional wisdom with early career academics.

» design of evaluation processes of teaching and learning activities

» advice on preparing submissions for AAEE conferences
